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There are many people working to increase transit and park-and-ride capacity.

People are asking for more transit service.

This facility is a benefit, but Lebanon will have to pay for it, like it does for the airport.

For whom were the beginning criteria assessed?  There should be a location within DHMC/Dartmouth College-owned land.

People are not going to carry suitcases onto the bus.

Who are you trying to service?

There is a very good case to be made for the regional benefits.  The problem is the cost will be borne by Lebanon.  The benefit to the City does not seem large enough.

The methodology does not appear to be robust.

Lebanon is regarded as a public facility by other towns and we are sick of it.

Isn’t it true that at past meetings citizens have spoken out against this?

This area has gone under significant changes.

I’m concerned about what the hospital costs Lebanon.
What if we diverted traffic through other neighborhoods?

The state should put in peripheral parking outside Lebanon.

I haven’t heard the school mentioned.  What will these kids do?  What about pedestrians?

I have never seen an intermodal facility this close to city roads.

My understanding was there would be no impact on the school.  The access to the facility will be from the interstate.  You will have more traffic.

Buses go fast.

This site doesn’t work for the school.

There is an alternative site on Exit 17.  The site is on the list.  This site will serve well the folks coming from the south.  The cost of the site will be less than the proposed site.

If it was tax neutral, I would be in favor of the project.

We are putting the entire traffic problem in the middle of Lebanon.  We need additional park-and-ride lots on the periphery.

The Concord intermodal is not in a residential area.  The Portsmouth facility is on the Pease Base.  These facilities are away from the schools and residential areas.

In front of a school is the worst possible place.

There is already an intermodal facility in the Lebanon-Dartmouth Coach.  Has there been an analysis of the costs to police, fire, etc.?

A facility in Hanover could be pedestrian friendly.

I work at the high school and worry about students getting on the bus and making bad decisions.

There are real issues with this site.

Remember the letter from the mayor.

1000 cars a day is too bad right now.  4000 cars a day is catastrophic.

If you can install a bridge, you are going to need to add a stop.  There is going to be a bottleneck on old Etna/Mt. Support Road.
The high school announced 2000 cars a day.

By building on this site you will make the property more accessible and increase development.

In total this will make the problem worse.

Lebanon doesn’t have a transportation problem.  The region has a transportation problem.

Mt. Support Road can’t handle the traffic.  It needs to be improved.

The whole thing is well-intentioned, but this is the wrong location.

1000 cars a day is wrong.  It is a narrow road.  The cars will be in a specific time.

I moved to the City so I wouldn’t have to drive.  I have enjoyed being able to walk the [Hanover Street] bridge.  I have fought for reduced speed limits and for allowing walking.  I would like to make sure that doesn’t change.

The school is not discussed.  You choose not to put it in White River Junction.

Is this going to be imposed on Lebanon?  Will DOT push this on us?

Why not rail? Relook at the Westboro Site.

Concerning Mt. Support Road, I am not thrilled about 15 minute traffic.

The City has bonded out to repave Mt. Support Road.

The community is concerned about changing to a less rural (urban) area.

The Hanover Street foot bridge is not something that the city has to accept changing.  There are other less invasive solutions.
I am glad folks came.  I have been trying to get people to understand that this site will not be well-received.

Will this site be redesigned?

We should siphon off Vermont traffic.

My concept of intermodal is to reduce traffic.  This looks like it will increase traffic.  Consider how the intermodal can reduce traffic.

Keep traffic out of Lebanon.

This site makes no sense.

Use the weigh station between exits 18 and 19 or the rest area on the other side [of the interstate].

Use a fly-over to limit the two – less cost to acquire the land.

Discuss with the city additional land.

If I work at Dartmouth-Centerra, I will not stop at the intermodal.

Consider safety.  There are significant numbers of bicycles and pedestrians in that area.

We have yet to hear the basic facts about the Dartmouth Coach parking facility.  How many parking spaces are used for multiple days for free?  If people are going to park, they should pay for the service.  How many of those spaces are being used for multiple days?

The problem with surveying riders is that they are already using it.  You need to survey others.

Dartmouth Coach tends to be students and people going to the airport.

A big driver of this is Dartmouth Coach.  If you drop this, it will change the needs.  Let Dartmouth Coach find a bigger place.

The high cost of free parking.

There are concerns about the AT stop in front of the new library.  We need a place for AT and local transit to meet and transfer.

Put this into the Twin State Sand and Gravel site.

If high speed comes, it will come to Vermont.

Stagecoach is supportive of the concept.

This facility will increase the attraction of transit.

Do you want this to be a park-and-ride facility or just a transfer spot?

Stagecoach wants to interchange with passengers.
